Confession of faith—Heidelberg Catechism    

Question 69. How does holy baptism remind and assure you 
that Christ’s one sacrifice on the cross benefits you personally? 
 
Answer. In this way: Christ instituted this outward washing and 
with it promised that, as surely as water washes away the dirt 
from the body, so certainly, his blood and his Spirit wash away 
my soul’s impurity, that is, all my sins. 
 
Question 72. Does this outward washing with water 
itself wash away sins? 
 
Answer. No, only Jesus Christ’s blood and the Holy Spirit 
cleanse us from all sins. 
 
Question 74. Are infants also to be baptized? 
 
Answer. Yes, for since they as well as the adult are included in 
the covenant and church of God; and since redemption from sin 
by the blood of Christ, and the Holy Ghost, the author of faith, is 
promised to them no less than to the adult; they must, there-
fore, by baptism, as a sign of the covenant, be also admitted into 
the Christian Church, and be distinguished from the children of 
infidels, as was done in the old covenant or testament by 
circumcision, instead of which baptism was instituted in 
the new covenant.
